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m  “Coaches as Role Models” is a program designed to equip coaches with critical
information that compliments the “x’s and 0’s” and traditional first aide issues and
helps coaches more successfully help student athletes reach their full potential —
on and off the field. The program addresses a number of new topics (i.e., youth
sport burnout, performance supplements, hazing boundary concerns, and pay-to-
participate school district issues), as well as provides a thorough overview of
traditional coaching concerns (i.e. working effectively with parents, playing time
issues, and developing successful pre-season meetings).
